Lots of people need to be involved for the

proper running of a region.  Besides all of the

Board Members and Officers there are various

committees and chiefs.

In the Solo world, we have a Chief of

Registration, Chief of Timing & Scoring, and

Chief of Tech Inspection.  In the Racing Arena,

we have Chiefs coming out of our ears.  Chief of Registration, Chief

of Timing, Chief of Hospitality, Chief of Tech, Race Chairmen,

Chief of Sound, Chief of Grid, Chief of Flagging and

Communications, and more!  Whew!  My fingers are tired.

Getting involved in any of these areas is extremely easy.  All you

have to do is tell someone involved that you want to play in their

area.  You will be welcomed with open arms.

We’re always looking for new people in the Club Racing arena,

and have with a few exceptions relied on whomever showed up to

the event on the Solo side. We need to get a little more organized

with the Solo Nationals coming to town. Our normal turnouts have

been anywhere from 60-100 cars on any particular day.  Acquiring

the west ramp at the Lincoln Airpark will expand our turnouts

greatly, and it certainly won’t hurt that it’s the Nationals site.

Because of this, we could be seeing turnouts well over 150 and

maybe even in the 200 range for a local event.  All of the events

we’ve asked for at LAP are going to be two day events, with only

Sunday counting for regional points, both solo and activity.

To handle this, we’re going to do some training.  In early March,

we’re going to have training sessions for registration, waivers,

equipment setup, timing & scoring, and safety stewards.  Most of

these will be an hour or two to cover.  The Safety Steward course is

about four hours in length.  Once we get the training done, we’re

going to pick our Chiefs for each of these specialities.  The Chiefs

job will be to make sure each solo event is staffed with enough

people to handle the job for the day.  I’d like to see anywhere from

4-5 people in each specialty so nobody ends up being reponsible

for each and every event.  Remember, these will be your work

assignments for the day.

If you’re interested in attending any of these training sessions, please

contact me immediately.  There is no cost for these and you will be

helping the region tremendously.

Speaking of needing volunteers, we need an editor.  Now, don’t be

afraid, it’s not as bad as all the past editors say!  You’ll need a

computer, a little time, and a little creativity.  Of course, if you’re

even thinking about this, you probably already have all the

requirements.  You don’t need fancy computers, or fancy software.

Pretty much any word processor is capable of publishing a

newsletter.  You don’t event have to take it to the printer.  You can

email the newsletter to them and they’ll print it and prefold it.  They’ll

deliver it back to you as well! Probably the most time consuming

part of the process is labeling the folded newsletters and putting

them in the mail.

OLD BUSINESS:
